Guidelines - Grants for Exploratory Multi-Scale Research

The Multi-Scale Technologies Institute (MuSTI) announces the 2008-09 solicitation for proposals for exploratory experimental multi-scale research.  The purpose of these grants is to defray the cost of laboratory and equipment use fees and associated supplies in the pursuit of results that will lead to external funding through MuSTI.  Priority will be given to faculty who in the past have obtained or submitted proposals for external funding through MuSTI, however all proposals will be reviewed based on the quality and expectations for subsequent external funding.

MuSTI anticipates awarding up to a total of $30,000, with each award up to a maximum of $5,000, subject to the award guidelines below.  The deadline for applications is November 14, 2008.  Awards are anticipated to begin Spring ’09 term.
Award funds may not be used to supplement an existing award or faculty start-up funds, to supplement or release faculty salary, or to support travel.  A travel solicitation may be announced at a later date.  Award funds must be used to pay for established laboratory and/or equipment use fees, reasonable supplies to support the work, and no more than 25% of the funds may be used to pay an undergraduate or graduate student to help support the work.  Funds may not be used to support a graduate student above the university established minimum stipend or tuition levels.  A final report will be required that summarizes results, expected proposal(s) submission, and expenditures.
